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Unit 1. The Verb

The verb is a part of speech which denotes an action. The verb has the
following grammatical categories: person, number, tense,aspect, voice and mood.
These categories can be expressed by means of affixes, inner flexion (change of the root
vowel) and by form words.

Verbs may be transitive and intransitive. Verbs have finite forms which can be
used as the predicate of a sentence and non-finite forms which cannot be used as the
predicate of a sentence.

According to their morphological structure verbs are divided into:

(a) simple (read, live, hide, speak),

(b) derived, i. e. having affixes (magnify, fertilise, captivate, undo, decompose);

(c) compound, i. e. consisting of two stems (daydream, browbeat);

(d) composite, consisting of a verb and a postposition of adverbial origin (sit
down, go away, give up).

The postposition often changes the meaning of the verb with which it is associated.
Thus, there are composite verbs whose meaning is different from the meaning of their
components: fo give up — Kuaarty; to bring up..BUXOBYBaTH; to do away— nikgioyeamu.

There are other composite verbs in which the original meaning of its components is
preserved: to stand up, to come in, to go out, to put on.

The basic forms of the verb in Modern English are:

the Infinitive, the Past Indefinite and Participle II:
to speak — spoke — spoken.
According to the way in which the Past Indefinite and Participle II are formed,

verbs are divided into three groups: regular verbs, irregular verbs, and mixed verbs.

1.Regular verbs.

They form the Past Indefinite and Participle II by adding -ed to the stem of the
verb, or only -d if the stem of the verb ends in -e.

to want —wanted to unite— united to open — opened to live —lived

The pronunciation of -ed (-d) depends on the sound preceding it. It is pronounced:



[1d] after ¢, d: wanted ['wotid], landed ['lendid];
[d] after voiced consonants except d and after
vowels: opened ['oupand], played [pleid];
[t] after voiceless consonants except ¢. worked [wa:kt].
The following spelling rules should be observed:
(a) Final y is changed into i before the addition of -ed if it is preceded by a
consonant.
to carry — carried to reply — replied
y remains unchanged if it is preceded by a vowel,
to enjoy — enjoyed
(b) If a verb ends in a consonant preceded by a short stressed vowel, the final
consonant is doubled.
to stop — stopped to sob — sobbed
to plan — planned to stir — stirred
to submit — submitted
Final r is doubled if it is preceded by a stressed vowel.
to occur — occurred to prefer —preferred
to refer —referred
Final r is not doubled when preceded by a diphthong.
to appear — appeared
Final / is doubled if it is preceded by a short vowel, stressed or unstressed:
to compel — compelled
to quarrel — quarrelled
2. Irregular verbs. Here belong the following groups of verbs:
(a) verbs which change their root vowel.
to sing —sang —sung; to meet — met — met ; to win —won —won
(b) verbs which change their root vowel and add -en for Participle II.
to speak — spoke — spoken; to write — wrote — written; to take — took — taken
(¢) verbs which change their root vowel and add -d or -¢.

to sell —sold —sold; to bring — brought—brought



(d) verbs which change their final -d into -z.

to send — sent — sent; to build — built — built

(e) verbs which have the same form for the Infinitive, Past Indefinite and Participle II.

to put — put — put; to set — set — set; to shut — shut — shut

(f) verbs whose forms come from different stems.

to be — was, were — been; to go — went — gone

(g) special irregular verbs.

to have — had — had; to make — made — made; to do — did — done

(h) defective (anomalous) verbs.

can — could; must — had to;

may — might; will —would; shall — should

Mixed verbs. Their Past Indefinite is of the regular type, and their Participle II is of the
irregular type:

to show — showed — shown to sow — sowed — sown

According to the syntactic function of verbs, which depends on the extent to which they
retain, weaken or lose their meaning, they are divided into notional verbs, auxiliary
verbs and link verbs.

1. Notional verbs are those which have a full meaning of their own and can be used
without any additional words as a simple predicate.

Here belong such verbs as to write, to read, to speak, to know; to ask.

2. Auxiliary verbs are those which have lost (heir meaning and are used only as form
words, thus having only a grammatical function. They are used in analytical forms.

Here belong such verbs as to do, to have, to be, shall, will, should, would, may.

3. Link verbs are verbs which to a smaller or greater extent have lost their meaning and
are used in the compound nominal predicate.

The house was too big. (Galsworthy)

She was not a ten-year-old girl any more.. (Dreiser)

There is a special group of verbs which cannot be used without additional words,
though they have a meaning of their own. These are modal verbs such as can, may,

must, ought, etc.



The same verb in different contexts can be modal and auxiliary.

As has been stated, above a verb can be transitive and intransitive. Transitive verbs
can take a direct object, 1. e. they express an action which passes on to a person or thing
directly.

Here belong such verbs as to take, to give, to send, to make, to see, to show, to bring, to
love, etc.

There are some transitive verbs which are hardly ever used without a direct object, such
as to take, to make, to give, to have.

There are other verbs which can be used either with or without a direct object, such as o
read, to write, to hear, to see.

Intransitive verbs cannot take a direct object. Here belong such verbs as to stand, to
sleep, to laugh, to think, to swim.

There are verbs whose primary meaning is transitive and whose secondary meaning is
intransitive. Here belong such verbs as to sell, to read, to add, to act, etc.

There are verbs whose primary meaning is intransitive and whose secondary meaning is
transitive. Here belong such verbs as fo work, to starve, to walk, to run, etc.

In these examples the verbs are used in a causative meaning, i. e. the person or thing
denoted by the object is made to perform the action denoted by the verb.

There are verbs which in different contexts can be transitive or intransitive. It is
impossible to say which meaning is primary and which is secondary. Here belong such

verbs as to open, to move, to turn, to change, to drop, etc.



Unit 2. PRESENT TENSES

2.1. Present Simple

Present Simple

is used:

1. for permanent situations or states.

e.g. He works in a hospital

2. for general truths and laws of nature.

e.g. Water boils at 100°C.

3. for repeated/habitual actions (especially with adverbs of frequency: often, usually,
always, etc.)

e.g. He always does his homework.

4. for reviews/sports commentaries/ narrations.
e.g. She sings great in this recording.

5. for timetables/ programmes (future meaning).
e.g. Train leaves at 8 o’clock.

6. in exclamatory sentences.

e.g. Here comes the bride!

The formation of the Present Indefinite.

The Present Indefinite is formed from the infinitive without the particle fo.
In the third person singular the ending -s is added. The interrogative and the negative
forms are formed by means of the Present Indefinite of the auxiliary verb 7o do and the
infinitive of the notional verb without the particle 7o.
SPELLING RULES FOR THE PRESENT SIMPLE TENSE
(third person, he / she / it)
1. Add —s for most verbs:
work — works, buy — buys, ride — rides, return - returns
2. Add —es for words that end in —s, -ss, -sh, -ch, -tch, -x, or —z.
watch — watches, pass — passes, rush — rushes, relax — relaxes, buzz - buzzes
3. Change the —y to —i and add —es when the base form ends in a consonant + y.
study — studies, hurry — hurries, dry - dries
Do not change the —y when the base form ends in a vowel +y. Add —s :
play — plays, enjoy - enjoys

come before the main verb (read, work, etc.) but after the verb fo be, auxiliary verbs
(do, have, etc.) or modal verbs (can, should, etc.). However, adverbs of frequency go
before auxiliary verbs in short answers.

Verbs describing a permanent state (stative verbs) do not normally have continuous
forms.

These are:

* verbs of the senses: see, hear, smell, feel, taste, etc.

(We often use can or could with these verbs.) Can you see that tall boy over there?
However, the verbs look, watch and listen express deliberate actions and can be
used in continuous forms.

Be quiet please! I'm listening to the news.

BUT I can't hear you. Can you speak louder, please?

Note: The verbs feel and hurt can be used in either continuous or simple forms.

* verbs of opinion: agree, believe, consider, etc. I believe he's telling the truth.

have (= possess), know, look (= appear), need, prefer, require, want, weigh, wish,

etc.

. to describe a temporary event or situation:

He usually plays the drums, but he's playing bass guitar tonight. The weather forecast
was good, but it's raining at the moment.

. to describe an action that is going on at or around the moment of speaking:

You are using the Internet. You are studying English grammar.

. to describe an action that is going on during this period of time or a trend ( changing or
developing situations):

Are you still working for the same company? More and more people are
becoming vegetarian.

. to describe an action or event in the future, which has already been planned or prepared
(for fixed arrangements in the near future)

We're going on holiday tomorrow.I'm meeting my boyfriend tonight. Are they
visiting you next winter?

. with "always, forever, constantly" to express annoyance or criticism:

Harry and Sally are always arguing! You're constantly complaining about your
mother-in-law!

SPELLING RULES

To make the present participle with most verbs, you add -ing to the verb:
walk --> walking

go --> going

try --> trying

For some verbs, there are spelling rules:

one vowel + one consonant --> double the consonant, add -ing
get --> getting

run --> running

one vowel + one consonant + ¢ --> remove the e and add -ing
give --> giving

take --> taking

ends in ie --> remove the ie, add y

die --> dying

lie --> lying

Here are some rules for some other verbs:

The consonant is doubled in words of more than one syllable,
if the last syllable is stressed.

forget --> forgetting

The consonant isn't usually doubled in an unstressed syllable.
open --> opening

e.g. travelling (British English) traveling (American English).

Past Simple is used for:
1. past actions that took place immediately one after the other.
e.g. He got in the car, started the engine and drove off.
2. past habits or states which are now finished. In such cases, we
can also use the expression used to.
e.g. When he was young, he rode/used to ride his bike to school.

3. a complete action or event which happened at a stated time in
the past.
E.g. She passed her exam last week. (When? "Last week" - stated time in
the past)
4. complete past actions not connected to the present with a stated
or implied time reference
e.g. Elvis Presley made lots of records. (Elvis is dead; he won't record any more - period
of time now finished - implied time reference)
Time expressions used with:
Past Simple yesterday, last week, etc, (how long) ago, then, just now, when, in
1992, etc.+
1. The Past Indefinite is formed by adding -ed or -d to the stem (regular verbs), or by
changing the root vowel, or in some other ways (irregular verbs).
2. The interrogative and the negative forms are formed by means of the Past Indefinite
of the auxiliary verb to do (did) and the infinitive of the notional verb without the
particle fo.
